With this understanding and at this time, we are not aware of the inclusion of Conflict Minerals 
subject to the Rule in our products nor are any of the Conflict Minerals necessary for the 
functionality or production of the products we provide to you.  The products we supply to your 
company are “DRC conflict free”.  We will continue working with our suppliers to assure that our 
products will remain DRC conflict free.  Please rest assured that our company will continue to 
comply with the SEC’s new reporting requirements for Conflict Minerals.
